Check out this great story in West Sound Magazine! Midday Rotary Rocks On...
The Rotary Club of Gig Harbor Midday â€œLitt le Food Pantry Projectâ€​ embarks on its fourth year
providing emergency food, thanks in part to a UD5020 District Matching Grant. The grant
provided a total of $3,000 for purchasing food to supplement donat ion and fundraising efforts.
Beginning in early 2021 w ith just two pantries, the project has grown to encompass six locat ions
throughout Gig Harbor and The Key Peninsula.

Responding to the w idespread issue of food insecurity exacerbated by the COVID-19 pandemic,
Litt le Food Pantries (LFPs) have become integral in addressing hunger w ithin communit ies. These
pantries, operat ing 24/7 w ith zero barriers to access, serve as supplements to exist ing food bank
services, partnering closely w ith local agencies and communit ies to fill gaps in the food system.

â€œWe have 14 dedicated Rotarians and a handful of community partners who build, repair and
stock these pantries several t imes a week â€” year-round and in all weather. Many of our
stewards started at the beginning and are st ill going strong. It  is truly a labor of love,â€​ said
Midday President Jill Dabbs.

The success stories of the Litt le Food Pantry
project are numerous, such as Cheri Johnsonâ€™s
encounter w ith a mother and her children outside
a closed food bank. Johnson directed them to a
nearby pantry recent ly installed by the club.
These pantries provide a vital resource, ensuring
more individuals have access to emergency food
supplies and hygiene products 24/7.

The Midday club members part icipate in a variety of ways, donat ing food at weekly meetings,
running an annual community food drive, volunteering to pick up donat ions, attending
â€œpacking part ies,â€​ filling in as subst itutes and sharing the news about the project w ith the
community. Some business members have â€œsponsoredâ€​ pantries by purchasing an
encouraging sign, while other members are part of the maintenance crew. It is a whole-club
outreach. Recent ly, the Rotary Club of Gig Harbor, â€œaka The Morning Club,â€​ has joined the
effort by contribut ing food and funds as well.

Operat ing on the principle of â€œtake what you need, bring what you can,â€​ these pantries rely
on community contribut ions and the dedicat ion of Rotarian stewards who ensure regular
restocking and upkeep. The clubâ€™s commitment to this cause is evident in their ongoing
efforts to expand the project, making a tangible difference in the fight against food insecurity in
their community, one pantry at a t ime.

Diversity, Equity and Inclusion at Midday Rotary
The three Gig Harbor Clubs joint ly formed a DEI Committee last year, to examine these issues as they apply to
our World in General and Rotary in Part icular.
Our Midday presentat ion on June 1st was from our two "lead" members of that Committee: Dan W ilson and
Dan Brown.
Dan W ilson started off w ith the quest ion: Is Racial just ice, Diversity, Equity and Inclusion, a Rotary issue? And
yes, all three GH clubs and the KP Satellite club used the 4-way test as basis and, w ithout quest ion all
members of the DEI group agreed, yes.
This DEI program featured a video from King 5 TV, Facing Race. It  is the story of Shayla Zartman from Gig
Harbor, she is the granddaughter of Charlie Zartman, a member of Gig Harbor North Rotary Club. Shayla
graduated from Peninsula High. Shayla is the cousin of George Floyd. She watched how police killed her

cousin.. After Floydâ€™s death she joined the fight against systemic racism and also realized she fought a batt le w ithin herself: â€​I wasnâ€™t
black enough to be black, not white enough to be white â€œ. She told her story of being raised in a mult i-racial family, and the awakening she
had w ith Mr. Floyd's death.
Hers is just one story that represent millions of mult i-racial Americans struggling to find where they fit , powerless that they can do nothing about
the color of their skins.
