President Chad Johnston is the Protective Security Advisor (PSA) of the Arkansas District within the Cybersecurity and Infrastructure Security Agency

(CISA), Region 6. The PSAs serve as a liaison between the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) and other federal agencies, state and
local governments, and the private sector on security matters related to the protection of the Nation’s critical infrastructure and assets. They
contribute to the development of the national risk picture by assisting with the identification, assessment, monitoring, and minimizing of risk

to critical assets at the state and local level.

Chad joined DHS through the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), Region 6, in 2002 following an internship at the same office.
Chad worked within Regional Operations as a Mission Assignment Coordinator for two years before being transferred to the National
Preparedness Division (NPD). As a member of NPD, he served in various positions within the Chemical Stockpile Preparedness Program,
Radiological Preparedness Program (REP), and then as the division’s Analyst for the next 12 years. As the NPD Analyst Chad’s responsibilities
included providing guidance and technical assistance to state partners for issuing their annual preparedness reports and risk assessments;
gathering and analyzing information on a quarterly basis for the development of the NPD Annual Program Plan; and serving as a State
Preparedness Report (SPR) and Threat and Hazard Identification and Risk Assessment (THIRA) subject matter expert during grant monitoring
visits. Before leaving FEMA, he had deployed in support of over 30 federally declared disasters.

Chad holds a Bachelor of Science in Emergency Management from Arkansas Tech University and certifications within emergency
management, grants management, project management, and continuity management.
