September 11, 2001 

Twenty years ago 
this past Sunday, 
at 8:46 a.m. on a 
beautiful late 
summer day, a 
hijacked Ameri-
can Airlines Flt 
11 with 76 pas-
sengers, a crew of 
11, 5 evildoers, 
and loaded with 
20,000 gallons of 
high octane jet 
fuel, flew full-
throttle into the 
80th floor of the 
North Tower of 

the World Trade Center in New York City.  At 9:03 a.m. United Airlines 
Flt 175 with 51 passengers, a crew of 9, 5 evildoers, also with a heavy 
fuel load, flew into the 60th floor of the South Tower of the WTC.  Our 
lives, and the world, were changed forever.  Shortly thereafter, United Flt 
77 with 53 passengers, a crew of 6, and 5 evildoers was crashed into the 
west side of the Pentagon.  Then, 40 brave souls and 7 crew on a third 
hijacked United aircraft, having realized what was going on in the skies 
over America, chose to go down fighting by overwhelming their 4 cap-
tors and crashing their Flight 93 over the relatively unpopulated hills of 
Shanksville, PA, likely preventing a much more gruesome battlefield at 
the U.S. Capitol or the White House.
