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ROTARIANS ENJOY TOUR AND LUNCH AT MORIKAMI
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CLUB PRESIDENT TO DELIVER ROTARY STORY

Along with several other local non-profits, Delray Rotary Club has been invited to enter the
Delray Beach Chamber of Commerce “Telling Our Story” contest at the Non-Profit Council
meeting tomorrow at 11:30. The story is to be delivered orally to a live audience and judges.
The Delray Beach Rotary story was written by Roger Caine and Makayla Valentine who will
deliver it as Club President.

Our story:

Rotarians are often asked “What’s a Rotarian” and “What’s the story of Rotary?” The sto-
ry of Rotary began in Delray Beach in 1948, when 27 civic-minded individuals gathered at
the Colony Hotel to form a fellowship and to dedicate themselves to promoting the gen-
eral welfare and vitality of the city. Those first Rotarians were prominent merchants and
professionals, and as far as we know, that makes Rotary the city’s oldest civic and chari-
table organization founded by businesspeople.

Rotarians believe that it’s necessary to be a contributing member of the community, and
pledge to use their talent and resources to make Delray Beach a better place to live, work
and grow. A Rotarian is someone who believes in the principle that if we support the
community, it will be there to support us. Our Rotary motto is “Service Above Self.”

The story of Rotary is one of generations of men and women, who want to serve, joining
together to meet people and make friends, while striving to act with integrity and charac-
ter. That’s why you’ll typically find Rotarians participating in local civic events like pa-
rades and festivals, awarding scholarships, and contributing to entities that support
health and basic education for children, as well as services for those who are not able to
take care of themselves.

Many non-profits have only one area of expertise, with just one specialty under their um-
brella. Rotary International, our parent organization, is more like a “Beach umbrella,” in-
sofar as we concentrate on seven areas of focus throughout the world. By way of our
membership in Rotary International, Delray Beach Rotarians promote peace and conflict
resolution, fight infectious diseases like polio and malaria, provide clean water, protect
the environment, help mothers and children in underdeveloped communities, grow local
economies where needed, and promote literacy and education.

This Rotary Year, we’ve awarded over $10,000 in scholarships, contributed over $11,000
to bring food to targeted families during the worst of the pandemic, gifted a dictionary to
every Delray Beach third grader, sponsored teams in the Miracle League and Little
League, volunteered our time and energy at every Love Delray event and shown our grat-
itude to 40 First Responders by providing dinner at a local restaurant. One remaining
goal for 2021 is to give the gift of a Holiday meal for 50 families in need during December.

Rotary founder, Paul Harris said “Together, we see a world where people unite and take
action to create lasting change - across the globe, in our communities, and in ourselves.”
Delray Beach Rotary is fast approaching its 75th Anniversary in less than two years, and
we’re looking to carry this spirit into the future. Therefore, we believe that it’s import for
young people to develop a responsible vision for the community and understand that
they have a vital role to play in the world. To that purpose, Delray Beach Rotary has a fo-
cus on “New Generations” and started a Rotary “Interact Club” at Atlantic High School in
2018.
