e Set up a booth in a market, shopping mall, or public square where members wear End Polio Now
shirts or hold banners. You could also organize a walk or bike ride with other clubs, districts, or local
organizations.

o Establish a fundraiser for PolioPlus: Hold a dinner or a concert. Use Raise for Rotary, or start
a fundraiser on Facebook. You can also make a club donation directly to PolioPlus. Booths,
shows, and sporting events are other good ways to raise funds.

e Partner on a social media campaign: Work with other Rotary, Rotaract, and Interact clubs in
your area on a campaign to share engaging content on social media about the vital role that Rotary
plays in the fight against polio.
