ROTARY PROJECTS AROUND THE GLOBE 
 
Mexico. Dogs, cats, rabbits, and other pets took center stage during a Blessing of the Animals event co-
organized by the Rotary Club of Tehuacán Granadas in Puebla state. Around 1,000 pets and approximately 
3,000 people attended the event. 

Austria. To celebrate the centennial of Rotary in Austria, two journalists and longtime Rotarians created a pod-
cast to inspire members and nonmembers alike. Christian Haubner, of the Rotary Club of Freistadt, and Verena 
Hahn-Oberthaler, of the Rotary Club of Perg, launched the Rotary Reloaded podcast in December. The German-
language show featured conversations with well-known guests inside and outside of Rotary.  

Australia. Athletes with disabilities can enjoy all the beamers, googlies, and dibbly-dobblies through the cricket-
themed activities organized by Australian Rotarians and Dream Cricket Australia. “The program’s core mission is 
to foster inclusivity and promote physical activity” in a supportive environment, says Ankit Agarwal, a member of 
the Rotary Club of Adelaide. 

South Sudan. More than 100,000 books shipped to South Sudan have been unloaded and are in the hands of 
students. The materials received by the Rotary Club of Juba, include legal, pharmaceutical, and other science 
textbooks, along with 11 computers loaded with an additional 33,000 textbooks. The shipment had a value of 
over $1.5 million and was organized in part, by the Rotary Club of Northfield, Minnesota.
